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Phyllis August, M.D., M.P.H., is the Theresa Lang Director of the Theresa and Eugene M. Lang Center for Research and Education and holder of the hospital’s first endowed chair. The directorship was endowed by the Langs in 2007. Dr. August is also Professor of Medicine and Public Health at Weill Medical College of Cornell University and an attending physician at New York Hospital Queens and NewYork-Presbyterian Hospital/Cornell campus.

A native of Brooklyn, NY, Dr. August earned a B.A. degree from Harvard College, an M.D. from Yale University, and a master’s in Public Health from the Harvard University School of Public Health. She completed her graduate medical education at NewYork-Presbyterian Hospital. She is board-certified in internal medicine and nephrology, and recently received a master’s degree in public health from the Harvard University School of Public Health.

In 2006, Dr. August became the first recipient of the Ralph A. Baer, M.D. Professorship of Medical Research at Weill Cornell, which was established to support research in public health and cardiovascular diseases.

Her research career has focused on hypertension and kidney disease, and diabetes. She has received continuous research support from the National Institutes of Health for more than 15 years and is world-renowned for her studies of hypertension in pregnancy. She has written numerous scientific manuscripts and book chapters and is frequently asked to speak at national and international meetings.

Dr. August has mentored many young physicians and students over the years. She is the program director for the nephrology fellowship at Weill Medical College, she has sponsored the research training of nephrology fellows for more than 10 years, and she was the recipient of a five-year NIH (K24) grant to train clinical investigators.

Dr. August was appointed Director of Research for New York Hospital Queens in 2002. In her current position as the Theresa Lang Director of Research, she oversees the development and maintenance of the research program at the medical center.
